Odyssey House in partnership with Glastonbury Family Services and Horse Instincts are running a Horse Equine Therapy Group for Children aged between 8-12, we are asking for expression of interest for children  within this age bracket  who have been affected by parental substance abuse.

This group will use the Therapeutic principles for group work and will run for 12 weeks during school term starting in term 2  for 2 hours a week. The group aims to have a positive impact on the  children that attend. In order to measure this change we will be using the SDQ (Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire) and with parents permission will have these completed by the parents, school teachers, and children. We will also be visiting the family prior to group starting to ask a few questions.  
Parents will need to commit to attending the first night and  a party for the children on the last night. The children may need to be  dismissed a little early from school on a Monday night  as we will be starting at 3.30pm sharp.  Children will be given a light snack and drink at the start of the session 

Equine therapy aims to create a safe and fun environment, where children can learn horse 'straight talk'. By working with a team of horse,  we aim to develop the children understanding of personal boundaries, communication, empathy, emotional resilience and respect.
